Open 
THE highlight of the season was qualifying for the national stages after a two-year absence.  
However, as we finished fourth in the SCCU competition, we qualified for the Minor Counties, rather 
than the Open. 
    Critical was the first match against Essex, which could have gone either way with four boards 
remaining, but rather unexpectedly turned out in our favour, 9-7.  We lost the next two matches by 
this score, but with creditable efforts against stronger teams.  Firstly, to the now regularly strong 
Surrey, and then to Middlesex, when we were under-strength. 
    We then had a comfortable 11-5 win over Hertfordshire, as they were under-strength and even 
defaulted three boards, despite home advantage.  In the last match, we played Kent, who had 
already sealed the SCCU Championship, and duly outclassed us by 10½-5½. 
    Apart from a drawn match between Surrey and Middlesex, all the other individual match results 
conformed to the final rankings; 1 Kent 5/5; 2 Surrey 3.5/5;  3 Middlesex 3.5/5; 4 Sussex 2/5;  5 
Hertfordshire 1/5;  6 Essex 0/5. 
    We were drawn at home to Derbyshire in the Minor Counties quarter-finals.  As expected, they 
wanted to play at a halfway venue.  Consequently, it was their responsibility to rustle one up, and as 
they failed to do so, conceded the match. 
   The semi-final was a repeat trip to Hertfordshire.  Unfortunately, many players were unavailable 
and we had a much weakened side, whereas Hertfordshire had got their act together and were 
extremely close to the maximum average grade of 180 for this competition.  Our average grade was 
just above 167.  Regrettably, the result even exceeded the predicted one by some margin, as we 
suffered a 12½-3½ defeat with only Paul Batchelor winning.  
     Thank you to everyone who played in the team this season.  In particular, those who helped with 
setting up and clearing away at home matches. 
     New players are always welcome, so please get in touch if you are 160+ (2009 grades) and would 
like to play, or if you know of anyone at your club or elsewhere who is eligible for Sussex.

I TOOK over the team from Daniel Hirsch following the home match on November 1, 2008, when we 
defaulted on the bottom four boards to Surrey, losing the match by 5 - 11. The low point of the 
season occurred in the next match against Kent, on November 15, when we lost by 12.5 - 3.5, once 
again defaulting on four boards. For a time afterwards, other teams began to ask if we had a full 
team on the day of the match! 
     From then on, Sussex turned out a full team for the remainder of the season, and its fortunes 
improved. A  9 -7 victory against Middlesex was followed by an 8 - 8 draw with Essex. The new year 
brought victories against Surrey by 9.5 to 6.5, and Kent by 13 - 3, when this time it was Kent who 
defaulted on six boards. The final two games saw us with a chance of qualifying for the national 
stages, which was achieved with a 8.5 - 7.5 win in London against Middlesex in February. Our last 
SCCU game saw us lose to Essex by 5 - 11 in March, which ensured Essex came first and we finished 
second in the table. 
    The national stages followed, with a quarter-final against Lancashire at a neutral venue at 
Warwick University on May 9, which we narrowly lost 8 - 8 on board count. The match could have 
gone either way, and hung in the balance with the last two games in progress. As the last game 
came to a conclusion, 30 players were grouped round the board! 
    In all, Sussex had 33 different players during the season who turned out for one or more matches. 
Paul Batchelor, alone, played in all nine matches during the season, and Adrian Pickersgill played in 
eight. Players who scored above 50per cent in the season were: Grant Bucher 2/3; George 
Salimbeni 3.5/5; David Roberts 4/5; David Grant 3/4; Rasa Norinkeviciute 3.5/6;, Tim Spanton 3.5/ 
5; Stephen Blewitt 2/3 and David Norton 2/2. 
    My thanks in the national stage match are due to the two drivers who took us to the edge of 
Coventry and back, one with a mini-bus and one with a car. The experiment of hiring a minibus was 
a huge success, although we ended up with a nine- seater, rather than a larger minibus, due to the 
hire company's insurance on the day.  My thanks are also due to Daniel Hirsch, who travelled with 
the team to Coventry, and discovered on route that he was going to have to play, due to a 
withdrawal of one of our players on the day. Finally, my thanks are due to Paul Batchelor, who took   
equipment to the home games and also Tim Woods, who helped set up the hall for home games. My 
thanks to everyone who turned out for the team this year.

The story behind division one 

THIS was perhaps the strongest Division 1 ever: nine of the 10 teams could field sides with an 
average grade of 160+ and four were over 175. The competitiveness was shown by the fact that out 
of the 45 matches there were 10 ties and15 3-2 results. 
    The struggles for the championship and to avoid relegation both went to the wire. At season's 
end, Hastings & St Leonards 1, the 2008 champions, had to win their last two matches and gain 
eight game points from 10 to equal Crowborough 1 on both match and game points. They barely 
scraped the first, against Brighton & Hove 1, winning 3-2, and therefore had to beat the strong, 
mainly junior, Crowborough 2 team, 5-0 to share the title. Incredibly, that was the result. Both clubs 
declined the possibility of a play-off. 
    The relegation battle was equally fraught. Knoll Knights earned the wooden spoon after they 
could only draw against another of the relegation candidates, Worthing 1, in their last fixture. The 
latter seemed to have booked their place for a quick return to Division 2 after losing five out of their 
first six fixtures, including a shattering 5-0 defeat, but mounted a spirited surge in their last three 
matches. Draws against Knoll Knights and the much stronger Brighton & Hove 1 produced a real 
cliffhanger of a deciding last match, where they needed to win against Lewes 1 to consign Hastings 
& St Leonards 2 to the second division. They appeared to have the win within their grasp until one 
of their players blundered in time trouble, thus producing their third consecutive draw. Lucky 
Hastings & St Leonards 2. 
    Coincidentally, the two teams relegated in 2008, Eastbourne 1 and Horsham 2, have gained 
promotion back into Division 1 at the expense of the two previously promoted teams, Knoll Knights 
and Worthing 1. The latter pair are, on paper, stronger than the former, which should make it 
rather easier for this season's lower-order teams to avoid the drop next season. But who knows? It 
is possible (even likely) that the four teams will swap places once again. 
    Rather a controversial season, firstly because of players appearing on the league websiteȭs results 
pages with misleading "shadow" grades based on ECF software calculations derived  from 
hopelessly small result samples. But a far more heated debate has appeared in the Forum pages 
over the proposal to introduce the option of quickplay finishes into the league. This is being 
vehemently resisted by some of the more experienced lovers of "purist" chess who fear that the 
motion before this month's annual meeting has been designed as a "wedge" with a view to 
establishing a fully quickplay system to replace the present (admittedly flawed) adjudication 
procedure. Dire predictions of the potential for squabbles resulting from the temptation to win on 
time have added spice to the debate.
